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MESSAGE FROM THE COMMANDER STARFLEET

Ladies and Gentlemen of the
Fleet,

On February 4, 2018, the
Admiralty  Board met and
discussed the vacancy of the
Vice-Commander, STARFLEET
role. Due to the circumstances
surrounding my nominee, we
discussed in length the current
regulation(AB12-10)whichmakes
it a requirement to having three
years uninterrupted membership
before taking office as CS, and
how that regulation applies to
the qualification of the VCS.
Ultimately, it was determined
that the intent of the three year
rule was related to the general
election. The AB members at
that time, represented by those
still serving, indicated that this
regulation was implemented
so that someone could not
purposely interfere  with  our
election process.

To that end, the AB decided by
super-majority of 11-3 to suspend
AB 12-10 unfil such time as we
can bring a higher sense of clarity
to the intent and spirit of that
regulation asit haslong-reaching
impact upon our organization.

With AB 12-10 suspended, the
AB confimed Michaoel Garcia

as our next Vice-Commander,
STARFLEET, with the same super-
majority of 11-3. Please join me in
welcoming him to the Executive
Committee.

On a personal note, | realize that
this decision today will not please
every member and | wish to state
that | have read and listened
to every email, voicemail, and
Facebook comment written
by our members that debated
this issue for and against.
Our regulations stated in the
Membership  Handbook are
subject to a review by the
Admiralty Board, in their bylaw-
defined duty and responsibility.
It is incumbent upon us as an
organization to adapt and grow
withtheevolutionofourexistence,
and our bylaws, regulations, and
policies must evolve as well. This
was one of those times where
it was necessary to pause and
consider so we can put forth a
regulation that has clarity not just
for the present time, but for the
future. As we do so, | will ensure
to keep the members informed.

| wish fo thank all the VCS
applicants for their wilingness to
volunteer and step up to help
out. It was a difficult decision to
say the least.

All STARFLEET members who have been in STARFLEET for at least one calendar year
prior to the Application Deadline (June 15th) are eligible to apply for one of five (5) scholarships to help you
continue or begin your studies at community colleges, four-year colleges, most technical schools, junior colleges,
universities, graduate schools, or any other accredited institution/organization that offers a certificate/
diploma or degree program.
